With sleeping accommodation
for up to four people, diesel-fired central heating, and a sociable cruiser stern,
Miss Lemon is a versatile and inviting boat that is ready to enjoy.

The cruiser stern provides a spacious and sociable outdoor area, ideal for cruising
with family and friends or relaxing while moored. The generous stern space allows
the helmsman to enjoy company while underway, making it a popular layout for
both leisure boaters and those spending extended periods aboard.

Entering from the stern, the bedroom offers a comfortable and peaceful retreat.
A fixed double berth provides a welcoming sleeping space, while overhead
cupboards, bedside storage and a full wardrobe offer ample room for clothing and
personal belongings.
